A virtual technical assistance webinar will take place on
October 27 for organizations needing help with their
applications.

Proposals are due on November 19. Selected organizations
will be notified of their awards by January 5.

Organizations must provide food assistance in Atlantic City to
qualify but may be based elsewhere.
